Chaplain’s Corner

Since my last edition of this
newsletter, I had the opportunity to visit
our newest Redemptorist foundation:
St. John Neumann Residence at Stella
Maris.  The site itself is a gem.  It is
the site where the Sisters of Mercy run
an assisted living facility north of
Towson, in Lutherville/Timonium.
Some of the Redemptorists who have
served in Annapolis are now living
there, among them, Fr. Joseph
Oppitz, Fr. Ted Heyburn, Fr. Arthur
Mahoney.  Well, anyway, the facility was just dedicated
on July 18th.   I wasn’t able to be part of that celebration,
but I did visit shortly thereafter.  I was impressed with
the chapel of the Redemptorist wing.  The chapel has
four stained glass windows which were taken from the
residence at Saratoga Springs, NY.  One of the stained
glass windows particularly impressed me:  it is the death
of Joseph who is surrounded by Jesus and Mary.
Frankly I had never before seen that in any pictures,
much less in a stained glass window.

Why did that one window impress me so?  Well,
it is no secret that many Redemptorists consider their
assisted living facility such as Saratoga Springs, and
now, Stella Maris, as a last stop here on earth.  Because
of medical problems, our infirm priests and brothers
are sent to this facility in order to take care of these
problems as best as humanly possible. All things
considered, however, because of age and medical
ailments, death is a frequent visitor at this community.
Not that there is a morbidity about the place, just the
contrary.  There is a wonderful spirit of camaraderie
about the place.  There is a deep spirituality as well.
One of the worst things that could happen to a person
is to die alone. The confreres at this facility try to insure
that this doesn’t happen.  When a confrere is at death’s
door, the others will take turns staying with him,
frequently praying the Rosary or other prayers.

Because of our baptism into Christ Jesus, we
are made participants of Jesus divinity.  So, since we
have the Indwelling of the Holy Spirit within each of us
through the sacraments, doesn’t it just make sense that
when accompanied at one’s last hours like this, is just
like having Jesus at our bedside?   I think this is what
impressed me about that one stained glass window.

It isn’t just the confreres who are concerned
about the last hours of a dying priest or brother.  The
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home with a bag of produce for a green marble or an
orange one, when they come on their next trip to the
store.'   
I left the store smiling to myself, impressed with this man.
A short time later I moved to Colorado, but I never forgot
the story of this man, the boys, and their bartering for
marbles. 
Several years went by, each more rapid than the previous
one. Just recently I had occasion to visit some old friends
in that  Idaho community and while I was there learned
that Mr. Miller had died.
They were having his visitation that evening and knowing
my friends wanted to go, I agreed to accompany them..
Upon arrival at the mortuary we fell into line to meet the
relatives of the deceased and to offer whatever words of
comfort we could. 
Ahead of us in line were three young men. One was in an
army uniform and the other two wore nice haircuts, dark
suits and white shirts, all very professional looking. They
approached Mrs. Miller, standing composed and smiling
by her husband's casket. Each of the young men hugged
her, kissed her on the cheek, spoke briefly with her and
moved on to the casket. 
Her misty light blue eyes followed them as, one by one,
each young man stopped briefly and placed his own warm
hand over the cold pale hand in the casket. Each left the
mortuary awkwardly, wiping his eyes. 
Our turn came to meet Mrs. Miller. I told her who I was
and reminded her of the story from those many years ago
and what she had told me about her husband's bartering
for marbles. With her eyes glistening, she took my hand
and led me to the casket. 
'Those three young men who just left were the boys I told
you about. They just told me how they appreciated the
things Jim 'traded' them. 
Now, at last, when Jim could not change his mind about
color or size....they came to pay their debt.' 
'We've never had a great deal of the wealth of this world,'
she confided, 'but right now, Jim would consider himself
the richest man in Idaho ' 
With loving gentleness she lifted the lifeless fingers of her
deceased husband. Resting underneath were three
exquisitely shined red marbles. 

The Moral : We will not be remembered by our words, but
by our kind deeds. Life is not measured by the breaths we
take, but by the moments that take our breath away.
