February promises to be a busy month for all of us. Here are a few dates and
items to keep in mind:

District Basketball Free Throw Competition will be held on February 08, 2009 from 3-5PM at the
School of the Incarnation. Make sure that the score sheets from the Council events are brought to the
District Event.

Deadline to turn in Family of the Year Report and the Community Recognition reports for Law
Enforcement, Fireman, EMT, Catholic Teacher, and Citizen of the Year is February 13.

A reminder that the Semi-Annual Audit will be due at Supreme on February 15™.

Maryland Catholic Conference Lobby Night is on Monday, February 16. Read the attached flier for
more information.

The Maryland Catholic Conference is seeking the assistance of the Knights throughout Maryland to
help organize opposition to legislation that would make it easier for out-of-state trial lawyers to sue the
Church for decades-old claims, by suspending or extending the civil statute of limitations for child sexual
abuse.

Such a bill could cost the Church millions of dollars and would devastate the Church'’s financial ability
to maintain its educational and social service programs, which are already strained due to the current
economic crisis. The bill only applies to private institutions like the Church and does not apply to government
entities like public schools.

Suspending or extending the civil statute of limitations for child sexual abuse would do nothing to
protect children and would instead discourage early reporting of abuse. Similar bills have been rejected in
Maryland in the past, and by more than 20 other states. Because there is no criminal statute of limitations in
Maryland, child abusers in our state can be prosecuted and jailed for their crimes until the day they die.

The Catholic Church in Maryland is committed to healing victims and to protecting children. Our
bishops have reached out to personally apologize to victims. Our dioceses provide unlimited counseling to
victims and, in many cases, to their families. Employees and volunteers undergo mandatory fingerprinting
and criminal background checks. Employees, volunteers, and children also receive awareness education.
